Where is the library?  

We are on the ground floor of the Library 
Resource Center.   

The Library provides a variety of materials 
and services to students, faculty, staff, and 
the community.  The Library owns more 
than 37,000 books, 300 periodicals with 
electronic access to thousands more, and 
2,000 pieces of audiovisual material.  The 
media center houses computers with access 
to the Internet and electronic databases 
through OhioLINK. 

• Be sure to get a college ID card in the 
Records Office in Rhodes Hall.   

 
• Your validated ID is also your library 
card.   
 
• Your ID gets you into any of the college 
or university libraries in Ohio, lets you 
check out their books, and also access all of 
the online resources (magazines, journals, 
and newspapers) through OhioLINK.

Here are some popular choices that Clark 
State students often use –  

• Academic Search Premier - for general 
subjects or a quick journal or magazine 
article. 

• LexisNexis Academic, Newspaper 
Source, Newspaper Source or NewsBank - 
for newspaper articles from Ohio or 
around the country or world. 

• SIRS - for magazine or newspaper 
articles on social issues 

• Business Source Premier - for any 
type of magazine or journal article related 
to business topics. 

• Health Source: Nursing/Academic - 
for popular and scholarly nursing and 
medical journal articles. 

• CINAHL - for scholarly, nursing 
journal articles. 

• Electronic Journal Center - for 
scholarly, full-text research articles.
